Teachers at River Ridge Elementary School complete this form to refer
students to the school’s Student Assistance Team (SAT). The SAT meets
regularly to review data on individual students who are significantly below
benchmark. The team’s goal is to use data analysis as a guide for early
and systematic intervention to remove barriers to student learning. On
this form, teachers document areas of concern and record student data
that have already been collected. Teachers can highlight academic, social,
cognitive, communication, or health concerns, and interventions that
have taken place. They can also note students’ areas of strength. Based
on the results of the SAT, the student may be scheduled for interventions.
After four to six weeks of interventions, teachers collect and analyze data
and revisit the need for additional intervention.

Schools or districts can adapt this form to reflect the data they collect
and their own students’ needs.
