this document is designed to help school leaders assess student 

perceptions of the social-emotional climate of the school. Schools may 

want to use this survey to develop one that is tailored to their needs. 

the survey consists of 34 statements that describe various components 

of a learning environment. Students can rate their perceptions of the 

school climate as it relates to forming relationships with peers, obtaining 

assistance from teachers and other school leaders, and feeling safe and 

respected.

the survey is administered to students during the middle of the academic 

year. after the surveys are collected, school leaders use the results 

to determine the number of students who may not feel welcomed, 

respected, and supported in the learning environment. School leaders can 

also identify ways to personalize the learning environment so that student 

morale is improved and students’ social-emotional needs are met. 
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
