Janesville developed this pictorial progress-monitoring rubric to help
teachers talk with children about their progress in oral language and

print awareness. Instruction in these skill areas is integrated into routines
children do prior to entering a play center, such as drawing a picture

of what they will be doing, orally expressing to a teacher or peer the
message they will write, drawing lines that represent the words, and
sounding out the words of the oral message. Similar rubrics can be

used for tracking development of phonological awareness, including

the connection between sounds and letters. The rubric helps teachers
document children’s performance and determine what additional
scaffolded supports they need to perform at the highest level. Think
about how you can adapt this rubric to help your teachers plan instruction
and monitor phonological skill development. An example of a pictorial
scale for documenting progress in phonological awareness is included with
the Janesville rubric.
