Marshall Elementary School’s after-school program includes a strong
component of parent participation and engagement. The Parent
Engagement Opportunities letter, sent to parents of students in the after-
school program, lists ways they can participate in program activities to
support their children. Activities include field trips, parties and carnivals,
health workshops, and evening events such as Family Math Night and
Family Science Night.

Because many Marshall students come from Spanish-speaking homes, the
letter is written in both English and Spanish in an attempt to be inclusive.

coordinate parent volunteers for each activity.
