This template can help CBOs translate the recommendations of the IES Practice Guide Extended Learning Time: Beyond the School Day into action, encourage systematic identification of existing strategies or gaps, and establish a coordinated and coherent approach to refine out-of-school programs including before- and after-school programs, summer schools, and weekend programs. This template provides guidelines that users might want to adapt for their particular context.
