Planning for Implementation: Female Role Models 

1. Distribute copies of the tool Teacher Self-Reflection: Teaching About Female Role Models. Working together in small groups, review and discuss the strategies for implementation in the classroom (Part A) shown on the tool. Talk about the strategies you have used in the past, and how useful they were. Next, discuss areas where more help is needed. Use resources found in See How it Works to get ideas for improvement. 

2. In your small group, repeat Activity 1 using Part B of Tool #2: Role Model Characteristics. 

3. Share your ideas for implementation practices (Part A) and role model characteristics (Part B) with the large group.

4. As a large group, brainstorm possible resources and strategies in the following areas:

· Guest speakers representing women with math- and science-related careers, women who are closer to students in terms of demographic interest, age, ethnicity, and appearance, and women who struggled with their work and overcame challenges thanks to persistence and perseverance.

· Women with math- and science-related careers that could be mentors to students.

· Ways to involve families in identifying role models.

· Local projects and programs focusing on encouraging young girls to enter traditionally male-dominated fields. 

5. Hand out copies of “Planning for Implementation in My Classroom.” On the handout, list insights from today’s meeting, something you would do differently, and one new idea to try. Share your observations with the group.
