A mandatory course for ninth graders, PTS focuses on
developing the skills that support academic success. While the Tier | and
Tier Il curricula are identical, Tier Il classes are smaller to accommodate

students who need extra support.
The coding for this spreadsheet is as follows:

« Referrals: The number of referrals the student has received thus far in
eighth grade.

« DAEP: Number of times the student has been sent to the district’s
alternative educational placement.

» Absences: Number of times the student has been absent this year.
