Students can also use the binder to carry any additional 

papers that go with their log.  Program instructors check the log every 

day.  Parents are requested to sign the form to acknowledge they’ve read 

its updated content. Glover students participating in the Akron After-

School program’s homework club may be asked to show this form to 

provide updates about their assignments. 

Program providers may find this form a useful example to follow or adapt 

to obtain timely information about students’ school day assignments and 

the extent to which students complete their homework on time.
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
